This matter comes before the Court upon Raymond F. Ellwood’s (hereinafter “Defendant™)
Motion to Dismiss Pursuant to 12(B)(6) and for Change of Venue filed on or about February 10, 2006.
Stickelman, Schneider & Associates, LLC (hereinafter “Plaintiff”) filed its Memorandum in Opposition
top Defendant’s Motion to Dismiss on or aboufc February 27, 2006. Plaintiff also filed a Memorandum
in Opposition to Defendant’s Motion for Change of Venue on or about F ebruary 27, 2006. For the

reasons that follow, Defendant’s Motion is DENIED.

I. Defendant’s Motion for Change of Venue
First, the Court must rule on whether venue is proper in Fairfield County. Defendant
alleges that venue should be transferred to Franklin County for various reasons including that the
employment contract between the parties was signed in Franklin County and also thaf an
impartial jury is not available to Defendant in Fairfield County. Plaintiff responds that venue is
proper in Fairfield County as it is the county in which Defendant resides pursuant to Ohio Civ.R.
