MAGISTRATE’S DECISION

This matter came on for trial before Magistrate David S. Jump on the Order of Reference
from Judge Michael T. Brandt. Attorney Eric E. Willison represented the plaintiff. Attorney Jack
E. McCormick represented the defendant. Counsel for the parties waived a record of the
proceedings. Based on the evidence and arguments presented, after weighing the credibility of the.
witnesses, the magistrate issues the following decision.

The plaintiff leased from the defendant residential premises located at 1720 Ardleigh Road
in Franklin County, Ohio, pursuant to a written lease (Plaintiff’s Exhibit A). At the outset of the
tenancy, the plaintiff paid the defendant a security deposit in the amount of $1,000.00. After the
initial one year lease term, the tenancy continued on a month-to-month basis.

The plaintiff occupied the premises for more than two years, from August 1, 1999 to
‘November30, 2001. The plaintiff actually moved out of the property and into an assisted living
community in September, 2001. The plaintiff’s son, Michael Fierst, to whom the plaintiff had

granted power of attorney (Plaintiff’s Exhibit E), handled the plaintiff’s affairs, including the

termination of the tenancy at the defendant’s property.
