MAGISTRATE’S DECISION
This matter came on for trial before Magistrate David S. J ump on the Order of Reference
from Judge Carrie E. Glaeden. Attomey Eric B. Willison represented the plaintiffs. Attomney
William J. Rees represented the defendants. Both counsel presented and argued their clients’ cases
very effectively. Based on the evidence and arguments presented, after wei ghing the credibility of

FINDINGS OF FACT
1. The parties entered into a written lease (Joint Exhibit 1) for the plaintiffs to rent the
residential premises located at 2444 Blue Rock Boulevard, Columbus, Franklin County, Ohio.
